Experience a nostalgic camping safari that recreates a sense of wildlife viewing adventure 

reminiscent of the times of the early African explorers.  

 

The style and essence of this safari takes you back to the bygone days of Africa’s exploration. The 

3m x3m dome tents (at Lechwe and Linyanti), complete with mini-verandas, allow you to feel 

more connected to nature, accentuating the feeling of the wild and untamed. Pure cotton linen 

bedrolls (with duvets) on GI stretchers, bedside table with silver lantern and mini luggage 

benches add to the atmosphere. Shared separate toilet and shower ‘bathrooms’ with old-style tin 

bucket showers and basins create simple serviced comfort.  

 

Adventurer camping aims to bring the guest closer to nature, by means of lively campfires, 

hurricane lanterns, diverse activities and a warm atmosphere permeating the camp (and its 

simple comforts). Adventurer camps are specifically outfitted to create that camping feel with a 

clear emphasis on essential comforts and pristine wilderness experience.

Detailed Itinerary 

 
DAY 1  

VICTORIA FALLS 

After arrival in Livingstone, Victoria Falls meet your guide and transfer to the falls for a tour of 
the Victoria Falls. 

 

This evening, we will stay at Chundukwa, Situated on the banks of the Zambezi River just 25km 

upstream from the mighty Victoria Falls.  The elevated open-fronted chalets boast stunning views 
of the Zambezi River. 

 

Overnight: Chundukwa Lodge  
 

DAYS 2-4  
CHOBE RIVER BOAT CRUISE & LINYANTI TRAILS CAMP 

We leave Zambia and enter Chobe National Park in Botswana. 
 

Enjoy a light lunch served during the boat cruise, after which we depart by aircraft in the late 

afternoon for the Linyanti region, to our pre-erected Adventurer campsite.  
 

The Linyanti region’s life-giving perennial waters attract herds of wildlife, predators follow in 

their footsteps making for exciting game viewing. 
 

Overnight: Linyanti Trails Camp  

 

DAYS 5 & 6  
LECHWE ISLAND CAMP, NORTH-EASTERN OKAVANGO DELTA 

We travel west into private concessions, stopping en route for game sightings through parts of the 

area.  
 

This long but interesting drive gives the perfect introduction to the varying habitats of a dry and 

flat northern Botswana, from the open savannah of the Savuti Channel, to lagoons with a plethora 

of wildlife to the geographically interesting Selinda Spillway. This can be a full-day game / 
transfer drive, with lunch en route at a shady place in the Savuti Channel.  

 



We arrive at our pre-erected Adventurer campsite in the mid-afternoon, in time for a short sunset 

game drive.  
 

Lechwe Island Camp is located in the south-western sector of the Selinda private concession, in a 

seasonally flooded portion of the Okavango Delta where it joins into the Selinda Spillway. The 

campsite is situated on a wooded island overlooking a floodplain area, the channel in front of 
camp alternately flooded or dry, depending on the season.  

 

Overnight: Lechwe Island Camp  
 

DAYS 7, 8 & 9  
XIGERA MOKORO TRAILS, OKAVANGO DELTA 

We fly by light aircraft to the water-filled paradise of the private Xigera area, within the Moremi 

Game Reserve. Xigera is the ultimate Delta experience, with serene waters flowing through 

innumerable channels around remote islands and a profusion of plant and animal life.  

 
There is no better way to experience the Okavango than to travel through it by mokoro, walking 

and camping out on a vegetated island – all essential elements of the Xigera Mokoro Trails 

experience. Guest tents are lighter here than the rest of the safari, with a gauze main frame, thus 
enhancing the views, and with comfortable mattresses at ground level.  

 

Activities include mokoro and walking safaris on inner remote islands. 

 

Overnight: Xigera Mokoro Trail 

 
DAY 10 
DEPART 

Transfer by light aircraft to Maun Airport where you connect with your scheduled flight to 

Johannesburg.  On arrival in Johannesburg connect with your international flight to the United 
States.
